Welcome: Bertus Venter welcomed all members. 
Approval of previous AGM minutes: Some changes were made, the date was incorrect and changed from 2010 to 2011, Sias du Plessis changed to Sias Willemse. Minutes approved by Charl Basson and seconded by Gerhard Stenzel.


President’s Annual Report: Bertus Venter read his report as follows: 

1. OVERVIEW

During 2011 Mpumalanga Junior golf saw some significant changes.

A new committee was elected and although the new team had a very solid foundation to build on only one member of the previous committee was retained. This resulted in a significant and exiting learning curve for the new committee. Only the children and you as parents and interested parties can judge the success of the previous year but I would like to thank my committee for their individual efforts during 2011.

A more significant change during 2011 was the so called name change from Junior Golf Foundation to Mpumalanga Junior Golf. A name change only is an understatement. Together with the name change came the cost implications of new badges and ties, time and effort to change stationary etc.  More significantly though were issues such as the under 19 age debate, the tournament schedule for the NOOM  and the proposed splitting of the Junior IPT into an A and B section. Personally my experience with SAGA on these matters was a realisation of a very autocratic approach and whilst such approaches are very effective in a change management environment I belief that long term success will only be achieved if SAGA became more democratic in its approach to decision making

2. MEMBERSHIP

We currently have only 102 registered junior members out of a possible 800 and the challenge remains to encourage more juniors to join MJG.

SAGDB have appointed a manager for Mpumalanga. Mr Edwin Compton operates out of Witbank and MJG should work closely with him to ensure that his activities also support us.

3. RESULTS

During 2011 we presented 12 domestic tournaments and many good performances were noted. All players were rewarded for their individual performances at the end of year prize giving ceremony in Nelspruit.

We participated in all national tournaments in all age groups and although we did not place well in any of these tournaments we again saw some very good individual performances..

Our under 16 team performed particularly well in the quadrangular tournaments with one win and 2 second places.

Our junior IPT team had a very disappointing tournament as dealt with in the team manager’s report.

Final Standings
We finished in a tie with Limpopo on 8 points but Limpopo beat us on the overall game count resulting in a 12th place finish for us.

4. SUMMARY

We are clearly very disappointed in the result particularly in light of the fact that we finished in 7th place last year.
As things stand right now we have as a result of our poor performance been relegated to the B division for next year’s tournament.
We do take a lot of heart from the fact that many of our games went to the wire with the boys mostly coming unstuck from holes 15 onwards.
We also saw some very good individual performances from Xander Basson (15.5 point) and Thriston Lawrence (14.5 points)
Jacques de Villiers impressed with his tenacity and I belief he deserves credit given the fact that he made the side as first reserve when Zander Gouws withdrew as a result of a wrist injury.
Unfortunately some of our more experienced players performed below expectation.
The boys returned home on Saturday 17th December 2012 and again the trip was without incident.
The team was well managed and conducted themselves well both on and off the course.
Unfortunately the pranks that the boys played on each other at the Hotel got a little out of hand and this has resulted in disciplinary action being taken against 2 of the players namely Xander Basson and Albert Venter

Steven Lawrence added that he feels we were unprepared, fitness wise and strategy wise.
He also states that the team must get more match play experience and that the foursomes pairings must be tested and cemented earlier in the year. This can be done by announcing a group of players out of which we will select the IPT team early so Steven can work with these players during tournaments, quads and extra events arranged. This was seconded by Kobus de Villiers. It was decided that the new committee will discuss and announce the selection criteria of these group of players.
The Financial report: This report was read by Fanus van Aswegen. It was prepared by Chantel Viviers and is available on request.
General: Bertus requested that we ask our members an annual levy to help cover expenses. The contribution promised to us by the SAGA for the IPT was not big enough to be without this contribution. This was nominated by Koos Wilsnach and seconded by Johan Coetzee. The amount agreed on is R500 per member.
Nicol van Wyk said that he will have printed photos available after the games if anybody is interested. Bertus asked that he comes back with a price and said that everybody must support him as he put in a lot of effort taking pictures for the website.

Koos Wilsnach said we must do braais again at the games as it generates a small income and builds spirit amongs the parents. Bertus seconded this and asked Koos to be in charge of this.
